The Class Parent Role:

What are the benefits of being a class parent?
· As a class parent you get a unique view into what your child's everyday life is like in  the classroom as you are typically in the classroom for events
· You get to know your child's peers and see how they interact with one another
· A class parent often creates a closer relationship with the teacher which ultimately leads to better communication regarding their child.

What does a class parent do?
· Create a class email list (Never share contact information unless you have approval to do so)
· Email parents with information from PAC when asked by PAC
· Email parents with reminders of class specific events such as class parties and field trips
· Help the teacher organise, collect money (cash or e-transfer) and shop for class parties. (not all teachers want class parties but most do)
· Organise, collect money (cash or e-transfer), shop and give your class teacher and supporting staff end of semester gifts. (OPTIONAL)

Can you share the Class Parent position with another parent?
· Yes, absolutely! 

Why are class parents important?
· Class parents are essential in reaching parents at our school, you act as another avenue for PAC to share information about all the fun but also important things that happen at our school.
· You are the FUN maker for your child and their friends which enhances their overall school experience

How can I be an effective class parent? 
· Meet with the teacher regularly to better understand how you can support them. 
· Write a Welcome email to parents introducing yourself, how you will be supporting the classroom, and how they can help you! 
· We recommend attending monthly PAC meetings to stay informed and communicate effectively with your class parent community. 
· Share your enthusiasm with other parents! 



Inclusivity Ambassador in your class:
Class Parents can act as an Inclusivity Ambassador. PAC is encouraging class parents to download the AI app; CHAT GPT. This is an app where you can translate your emails going out into other languages if you know you have non-English speaking parents in your class. It takes less than a minute to translate and is very easy. At Semiahmoo Trail we want all students and families to feel included and welcome!


Additional information about Class Parties:
· Make sure you know all known allergies in your class before shopping. 
· If you have some students in the class who can't contribute financially, speak to your teacher to see if the school can pitch in to cover for those students.  If not, make a plan to adapt the party cost to make sure all students are included.
· Keep party cost to a minimum, Typically a party with pizza, chips, a drink and a small sweet should not cost more than $5-10 per student
· Keep receipts when shopping for transparency
· Teachers may ask for help with parties in connection with holidays or end of year, class parties typically happen 0-4 times a year depending on the teacher.
